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On Sunday, November 18, the
Heritage Society of the Blue Grass
Trust had the pleasure of visiting
the Brooker House, home of
Philip and Jane Scott Hodges, who
is a board member of the Trust.
This 1845 Greek Revival home
was purchased by the Hodges in
2006. After overseeing major
renovations by the Fox Hill
Company for three months, the
Hodges moved in with their two
children, Talley and Nalty, in
August of that year. The home is
just over the Scott County line
located on a hill, which affords a
spectacular view overlooking the
Elkhorn  Creek and the
surrounding farmland.

By changing the heating
system from radiant heat
produced by a huge boiler
running on heating oil to
geothermal heat, the Hodges
were able to remove the radiators
that were throughout the house.
The massive columns on the front
facade invite visitors into a
magnificent hallway flanked by a
wide staircase. The living room off
the hallway on the right goes from
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front to rear of the house, and with
its 12-ft ceilings and large
windows, this is clearly the focal
point of the home. Floors
throughout the home are either
ash or poplar. All have been
refinished and enhance the beauty
of every room.

The Heritage Society was
invited to tour the entire home
including the library, renovated
kitchen, and the upstairs rooms,
which were frequently accented
with Leontine Linens! In the
dining room, the guests enjoyed a
delicious array of food from
canapés to cookies as they visited
with one another.

Jane Scott and Philip were
pleased to open their home to this
special group of Trust members.
While you will see these same
individuals listed as generous
contributors to the Trust
membership and Annual Giving,
they have gone one step further to
